NOTA BIOGRAFICA - PEDRO DOS SANTOS FRAZAO

Nasceu em 1975, na Lapa, em Lisboa, mas foi na Margem Sul — entre Almada e Cacilhas —
gue cresceu e formou o seu caracter. Catdlico assumido, é casado e pai de uma familia
numerosa, que considera o seu maior orgulho.

Frequentou sempre o ensino publico e, em 1995, ingressou na Universidade do Algarve, na
licenciatura em Biologia Marinha e Pescas. Entre 1997 e 1999, conciliou os estudos com a
atividade profissional no Departamento de Biologia e Educa¢do do Zoomarine, experiéncia que
consolidou a sua paixdo pela ciéncia e pelos animais.

Terminada essa etapa, rumou aos Estados Unidos, onde trabalhou como investigador no
prestigiado Woods Hole Oceanographic Institution, em Boston. De regresso a Portugal,
licenciou-se em Medicina Veterindria e, mais tarde, obteve o grau de Mestre em Medicina
Veterinaria pela Faculdade de Medicina Veterinaria da Universidade Técnica de Lisboa,
defendendo a dissertagdo com 19 valores.

Serviu o pais durante varios anos na Direccdo-Geral de Veterinaria, nas dreas da Sanidade e
Epidemiologia Animal, sob tutela do Ministério da Agricultura. Mais tarde, dedicou-se ao
ensino e fundou uma empresa de servicos médico-veterindrios, mantendo sempre uma ligacao
préxima com o terreno e com as comunidades rurais.

Autor de vdrios artigos cientificos e de opinido, muitos deles de grande impacto e polémica,
sempre foi uma voz ativa no debate publico sobre temas da ciéncia, de sociedade, ética e
valores.

O interesse pela politica surgiu em 2019, com o aparecimento do Partido CHEGA, no qual
encontrou a forga e a coragem necessarias para lutar pela mudanga que Portugal precisa. Em
Setembro de 2020, foi eleito Vogal da Direcdo Nacional, e em Maio de 2021, por convite de
André Ventura, ascendeu a Vice-Presidente do Partido, cargo que mantém até hoje.

Em 2021, foi eleito Vereador na Cdmara Municipal de Santarém e, em 2022, tornou-se
Deputado a Assembleia da Republica na XV Legislatura, sendo reeleito em 2024 e novamente
em 2025, para as XVI e XVII Legislaturas.

Atualmente, integra o Conselho de Administracao do Parlamento e participa nas Comissdes de
Saude e de Agricultura e Pescas, coordenando esta ultima.

Homem de convicgGes firmes, defende os valores da familia, da responsabilidade, da justica e
da liberdade, acreditando que Portugal merece um futuro mais honesto, justo e digno.



BIOGRAPHICAL NOTE — PEDRO DOS SANTOS FRAZAO

He was born in 1975 in Lapa, Lisbon, but it was on the South Bank — between Almada and
Cacilhas — that he grew up and shaped his character. A committed Catholic, he is married and
the proud father of a large family, which he considers his greatest joy.

He attended public schools throughout his education and, in 1995, enrolled at the University of
the Algarve, on the degree of Marine Biology and Fisheries. From 1997 to 1999, he combined
his studies with professional work in the Department of Biology and Education at Zoomarine,
an experience that strengthened his passion for science and animals.

Afterwards, he went to the United States, where he worked as a researcher at the prestigious
Woods Hole Oceanographic Institution in Boston. Upon returning to Portugal, he graduated in
Veterinary Medicine and later obtained a Master’s degree in Veterinary Medicine from the
Faculty of Veterinary Medicine at the Technical University of Lisbon, defending his dissertation
with a grade of 19 out of 20.

He served the country for several years in the Directorate-General for Veterinary Services, in
the areas of Animal Health and Epidemiology, under the Ministry of Agriculture. Later, he
dedicated himself to teaching and founded a veterinary services company, maintaining a close
connection with the field and with rural communities.

An author of several scientific and opinion articles, many of them impactful and controversial,
he is an active voice in public debate on issues of society, ethics, and values.

His interest in politics grew in 2019 with the emergence of the CHEGA Party, in which he found
the determination and courage to fight for the change Portugal needs. In September 2020, he
was elected Member of the National Executive Board, and in May 2021, at the invitation of
André Ventura, he became Vice-President of the Party, a position he still holds today.

In 2021, he was elected Councillor at the Santarém City Council, and in 2022, he became a
Member of Parliament in the XV Legislature, being re-elected in 2024 and again in 2025, for
the XVI and XVII Legislatures.

He currently serves on the Parliament’s Board of Administration and is a member of the
Committees on Health and Agriculture and Fisheries, coordinating the latter.
